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choir windows. Don’t miss the Opera House (the first in its time to be 
equipped with electric light) and the Kunsthaus (Museum of Fine Arts), hous-
ing works by Picasso, Munch and Monet.

A stroll around the lake is always memorable – whether in summer, when the 
water sparkles in the sunlight, or in winter, when all is dusted with snow. In the 
summer season, a boat trip is an excellent way of seeing the old town from 
another angle.  

The Polyterrasse is perhaps the best place to enjoy stunning views across the 
roofs of Zurich. The „Polybahn“ funicular will take you up to this panoramic 
platform in minutes. Just next to the Polyterrasse you will find the Swiss Fed-
eral Institute of Technology (ETH), one of Europe’s leading universities.

With a population of some 370,000, Zurich is Switzerland’s largest city – the 
national capital is Berne, but the country’s economic, cultural and social heart 
is in Zurich. If time is too short to walk, buy yourself a tram ticket at any sta-
tion, hop on board and zig-zag your way across this buzzing city.

Drop by the Tourist Service at Zurich Main Station for lots of useful informa-
tion, excursion ideas galore, hotel reservations and guided tours, plus tickets 
for events, performances and public transport. Open 365 days a year.

The river Limmat is fed by Lake Zurich: flowing through the city, it divides the 
well preserved old town in two. The right bank is home to the famous Great 
Cathedral, or Grossmünster, and on the left bank you will find the Fraumün-
sterkirche (Our Lady’s Minster) with its beautiful Marc Chagall stained glass

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Everyone has heard of the Bahnhofstrasse, of course! One of Europe’s best 
known and most attractive shopping roads, the Bahnhofstrasse has it all – 
from luxury designer clothes to the cheap-and-cheerful prêt-à-porter of the 
international chain stores, not to mention those famous Swiss watches! 

If you like the appeal of the original, and are keen on a bargain too, you should 
head over to the Niederdorf district (also known as the „Dörfli“). 

By day, the shops are crammed with folks of all ages looking for a good buy, 
and at night the bars and restaurants provide a cosy backdrop for a cool beer 
or dinner out with friends. 

If Swiss souvenirs are on your shopping list, look no further than Heimatwerk 
(Uraniastrasse 1, tram no. 4 and 15 to „Rudolf-Brun-Brücke“), or Teddys Sou-
venir Shop (Limmatquai 34, tram no. 4 and 15 to „Helmhaus“). 

There is lots to see and do in the Zurich surroundings, as well. Drop by one of 
the museums in Winterthur, for example, take a stroll through the romantic 
old town or see one of the many cultural events on offer. 

Picturesque Schaffhausen is well worth a visit, too, especially for the spec-
tacular Rhine Falls, the largest waterfalls in Europe. 

Rapperswil, the city of roses, also boasts a very pretty old town with medieval 
castle built right on the shores of glorious Lake Zurich.
